RULES

GENERAL
Owners and children 21 years of age or younger, who reside in the home, are considered
Members. All other family, friends, and visitors are considered guests.
If lightning is detected in the area, all pools and decks must be exited immediately.
Showers are required prior to entry in Pools, Pool Spa and Sauna. FL 64E-9.008(7)
Lockers across from Fitness Center in bathrooms are for daily use.
Appropriate swim attire is required at all times, when swimming in any pool. Cutoffs, blue jeans, or
gym or workout attire are not acceptable.
Large functions are allowed after approval from management. Additional trash receptacles will be
available for these events. Restricting any Member the use of the pool while the event is taking
place is prohibited.

o SATELLITE POOLS: Gatherings and/or parties at Satellite Pools must have permission from the
Administrative Office (7) seven days prior to the event. Areas must be restored to its original
state upon completion of gathering.

Chairs, umbrellas, tables or cabanas may not be saved for people not present. First come, first
served. Please close your umbrella when you leave.

Only staff may move furniture or umbrellas at the Main Pool. Please ask for assistance. Chairs may
not be placed in the pools.

Handicap lifts located at the Main Pool are for the use of disabled persons only. Not to exceed
300lbs.

Bathing load — 224 (Main Pool) — 30 (Satellite Pools)




MEMBER INFORMATION AND RESPONSIBILITIES

e Members are responsible for the behavior of their guests and transferees.

e The Association and/or management is not responsible for accident or injury connected with pool
use.

e The Association and/or management is not responsible for loss or damage to personal property.

e AllMembers and transferees must be in possession of their BN identification card when using the
pools. Registered Guest Pass holders must be in possession of their BN issued Guest Pass and
Driver’s License when using any amenity. You may be asked to present your ID or Guest Pass to
security. Any guest without a current Guest Pass must be accompanied by a Member.

e Any sanitary accidents resulting in a mandatory pool or pool spa closure will result in charges to
the Member for costs associated with shocking and pool cleaning. FL 64E-9.010(17)

CHILDREN AND AGE RESTRICTIONS

e Children must be supervised at all times.

e Children aged 3 and under, or who are not toilet trained, must wear snug fitting swim diapers.
Swim diapers are not a substitute for frequent checks and bathroom breaks. In addition, rubber
pants are recommended. Check and change diapers away from pool.

e Members aged 16 and up may use the pool unaccompanied.

e Members under the age of 16 must be accompanied by an adult Member or Guest Pass holder.

e All guests under the age of 18 must be accompanied by an adult Member or Guest Pass holder.

PROHIBITED

e No glass items allowed on or near pool deck or pool. FL 64E-9.008(7)

e Norunning, pushing, or diving

e No climbing on the waterfall

e No smoking or vaping

¢ No inflatables, Boogie Boards, or Pool Chairs in Main or Satellite Pools. Children or adults may use
water wings or noodles

¢ No throwing of balls, frisbees, or any object

e No confetti, glitter, silly string, water balloons, or party poppers

e No profanity allowed. Please respect others

e No loud music. Headphones, earplugs or earbuds must be used with all portable devices

e Persons with open sores, cuts, or contagious diseases may not enter Pools, Hot Tub/Whirlpool or
Sauna

e No pets, apart from qualified service animals are allowed in pool area. No animals allowed in the
water. FL 64E-9.008(7)

FOOD & BEVERAGE

e No food or beverages in the pools or within 4’ of the wet deck. FL 64E-9.008(7)

e No coolers, personal cups, or outside containers allowed at the Main Pool. Child bottles, sippy
cups and snack containers are allowed.

e Grilling and coolers are allowed at the Satellite Pools

e Trash must be disposed of properly in receptacles prior to leaving the pool area.

e Allfood and beverages at the Main Pool must be purchased from Bonita National food and
beverage venues.
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
